Dear valued customer,

We planted grass seed today!

Congratulations, you have just made a big investment in your lawn, by planting, high-quality grass seed.  However, in order to get the most out of that investment, it’s going to take a little effort on your part.  

The K-state research and extension says that grass seed needs to stay moist at all times during germination, or it will die.  Germination can take anywhere from a few days to 2 weeks (the germination period is the shortest in the fall). 

For best results, you need to keep the seeded ground moist (at all times) for 2 weeks.  

The best way to do this is frequent (several times per day), shallow watering.   We recommend watering for about 7-10 minutes at 6am, noon, and 6pm.  If you cannot do this because of work, then water 10-15 minutes in the morning and evening.  (These times are per area).  Another option is to purchase an automatic timer for your hose end.  These allow automatic watering after setup.  They can be purchased at Lowe’s or Home Depot, and run in the $30 to $40 range.  If you need an automatic timer, let us know.  Also, if you have an automatic sprinkler system, we can help you program the controller.   

Use good judgment when watering.  Temperature, rainfall, and sunlight will effect how much watering is needed.  You just want the ground to stay muddy.  Do not water to the point where you have standing water in the lawn, or water is running off the lawn.  When the 2-week period is up, you should have small seedlings popping up all over your lawn.  This is when you can start cutting back on the watering, eventually returning to a normal watering schedule.  The best way to water an established lawn is the soak and wait method  (Soak the ground to a depth of 6-8”, and then wait until it dries out before watering again).  This encourages deep root growth.
